Sound Producing Device Means of making an efficient sound signal
Marine Sanitation Device Required if the vessel has an installed toilet
Placards Injury placard; Qil Pollution placard; MARPOL (GarbagE) placard.

UNDOCUMENTED OUTSIDE THE BOUNDARY LINE

Survival Craft* Inflatable buoyant apparatus outside 12 miles of shore

DOCUMENTED OUTSIDE THE BOUNDARY LINE (See Egeqik Exception)

All the requirements for “Inside the Boundary Line” plus the following:

Survival Craft* Not required if 3 or less persons on board within 12 miles of shore
More than 3 persons on board, require buoyant apparatus within 12 miles of shore
Inflatable buoyant apparatus outside 12 miles of shore

First Aid/ CPR One person trained in both acceptable, first aid kit and manual, not required to be currently
certified but recommended, with 3 or more on board

Bilge Pump Operational

Emergency Instructions Posted or readily available if less than 4 persons on board, cover all required drills

Drills Monthly, as if there is an actual emergency

Trained drill conductor Drills conducted by a trained drill conductor, provide proof of training for Drill Conductor

*EXEMPTION LETTER FROM SURVIVAL CRAFT REQUIREMENTS:
Vessels with less than 5 people on board inside 12 miles. Letter must be on board to use exemption

**EXEMPTION LETTER FROM EPIRB REQUIREMENTS allows a Personal Locator Beacon to be substituted for an EPIRB under
terms described in the Exemption Letter. Neither is required within 3 miles of coast.) Letter must be on board to use exemption.

***Each vessel with an accommodation/work space which is not adjacent to the operating station, the alarm is suitable for notifying
individuals on board in the event of an emergency, a public address system or other means of alerting all individuals on board may be
used in lieu of a general alarm system, testing when getting underway and then weekly.

The Bristol Bay Driftnetters’ Association, Inc. request for exemption from the survival craft requirements in
Title 46 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR), Part 28.120 has been reviewed. After careful consideration and
discussion with the Marine Safety Office in Anchorage, the request is approved subject to the conditions
outlined below:

The authority for granting exemptions from the requirements of the commercial fishing vessel safety
regulations (Title 46 CFR Part 28.60) allows exemptions when good cause exists, and the safety of the
vessel and those on board will not be adversely affected. I find that in this case, both criteria are met and the
exemption is granted with the following conditions:

a. Operations are limited to those areas of Bristol Bay, Alaska, between the southern-most part of
Ugashik Bay and the western-most part of Togiak Bay that are within 12 miles of the coastline.

b. Operations are limited to times when weather conditions are favorable.

¢. Operable radio equipment, capable of communicating with other vessels and shore stations in the
operating vicinity must be maintained on board each vessel, tested each morning prior to getting
underway and monitored at all times.

d. Each vessel must comply with all other requirements contained in Title 46 CFR Part 28 To
ensure compliance, each vessel wanting to take advantage of this exemption, must complete a
Coast Guard dockside examination and receive a Coast Guard Commercial Fishing Vessel Safety
Examination decal every two years.

e. This exemption is valid for the period between June 1 and August 31 each year.

This exemption only applies when there are 4 or fewer people on board.

g. A copy of this exemption letter must be carried on board the vessel at all times and made
available to Coast Guard boarding officers and dockside examiners.

This exelﬁption will be evaluated annually to ensure there are no adverse effects on the safety of the fleet. I
look forward to working closely with your organization with the common goal of ensuring the safety of the
commercial fishing fleet.

If you feel the provisions are too restrictive you may appeal this decision. Your appeal should be forwarded
to this office and will be forwarded to our headquarters office in Washington, D.C.

BRISTOL BAY FISHERMEN

The request by the Bristol Bay Driftnetters’ Association and the Bristol Bay Economic Development Corporation for
an exemption from the 406 MHz EPIRB requirements in 46 CFR 28.150 has been reviewed. After careful
consideration and discussion with Coast Guard Sector Anchorage, the request to allow substitution of an internal

GPS enabled Personal Locator Beacon (PLB) in lieu of a Category 2, 406 MHz EPIRB is approved subject to the
conditions outlined below.

The authority for granting exemptions from commercial fishing vessel safety regulations is contained in 46 CFR
28.60 and 46 CFR 25.26-60. Exemptions are permitted when good cause exists and the safety of the vessel and

those on board will not be adversely affected. 1 find both criteria are met in this case The exemption is granted with
the following conditions:

a.

b.

This exemption applies only to commercial fishing vessels of 32 feet in length or less.

Operations are limited to those areas of Bristol Bay, Alaska between Cape Menshikof at the southern-most
part of Ugashik Bay and Point Peirce at the western-most part of Togiak Bay, and within 12 miles of the
coastline. Note: commercial fishing vessels operating within three miles off shore in this area are already pre-
empted by 46 CFR 25.26-5 from EPIRB carriage requirements.

This exemption is valid for the period between April 15 and September 15 each year.

The PLB must be a model equipped with an internal GPS, and the unit must be securely attached to, and
stowed with, the master or operator’s survival suit. The means of attaching the PLB to the survival suit
must not interfere with proper donning of the suit. The survival suit’s bag must be clearly marked as
containing a Personal Locator Beacon.

The PLB must be currently registered with NOAA. This registration will include a current fishing season
trip plan, the vessel’s name, and official number or AK state registration number. A copy of the registration
form must be maintained on board.

The master or operator of the vessel must conduct a safety orientation with crewmembers prior to getting
underway on that crewmember’s first voyage, including the location & operation of the PLB.

Operable radio equipment that is capable of communicating with other vessels and shore stations in the
vicinity must be maintained on board each vessel, tested each morning prior to getting underway and
monitored at all times.

Each vessel must comply with all other requirements contained in Title 46 CFR Part 28. To ensure
compliance, each vessel wishing to take advantage of this exemption must complete a Coast Guard dockside
examination and receive a Coast Guard Commercial Fishing Vessel Safety Fxamination Decal every two
years.

A copy of this exemption letter must be carried on board the vessels at all times and made available to
Coast Guard boarding officers and dockside examiners.

This exemption will be evaluated annually to ensure there are no adverse effects on the safety of the fleet. 1look
forward to working closely with your organization with the common goal of ensuring the safety of the commercial
fishing fleet.

If you feel the provisions of this exemption are too restrictive you may appeal this decision in writing.

Gentlemen:

Your requests for exemption from the commercial fishing vessel regulations in 46 CFR 28,
subpart C (Requirements for Documented Vessels Operating Beyond the Boundary Line) have
been reviewed. After careful consideration and discussion with Coast Guard Sector Anchorage,
your request is approved subject to the conditions outlined below.

The authority for granting exemptions from the requirements of the commercial fishing vessel
safety regulations found in 46 CFR 28.60 allows exemptions when good cause exists and the
safety of the vessel and those on board will not be adversely affected. I find both criteria are met.
Documented commercial fishing vessels of thirty-two (32) feet or less are hereby exempted from
the requirements of 46 CFR 28 Subpart C, subject to the following conditions.

a. Operations are limited to the area of the Egegik Salmon District Boundaries as defined by the
Alaska Department of Fish and Game. Only operators with a permit for the Egegik Salmon
fishery may use this exemption.

b. An anchor arrangement meeting 46 CFR 28.235 and a first aid manual and medicine chest
meeting 46 CFR 28.210 must be carried on board.

c. Operations are limited to times when weather conditions are favorable with winds not
exceeding 25 knots.

d. Operable VHF radio equipment capable of communicating with other vessels and shore
stations must be maintained on board the vessel, tested each morning prior to getting underway
and monitored at all times.

e. Each vessel must comply with all other requirements contained in 46 CFR 28. To ensure
compliance, each vessel taking advantage of this exemption must complete a dockside
examination and maintain a valid commercial fishing vessel safety decal at all times.

f. This exemption is valid between June 1st and August 31° each year.

g. A copy of this exemption letter must be carried on board the vessel at all times and made
available to Coast Guard boarding officers and dockside examiners.
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This exemption will be evaluated periodically to ensure there are no adverse effects on the safety
of the fleet. If you feel aggrieved by my decision, you may submit an appeal to the Commandant
of the Coast Guard (CG-543) following the procedures in 46 CFR 1.03. The appeal should be
submitted through my office in writing within 30 days of receipt of this letter. Your appeal must
contain a description of the decision or action being appealed and your reason(s) why the
decision or action should be set aside or revised.

Dear Commercial Vessel Operator:

The Coast Guard is providing the following information to assist mariners with changes to the
drug and alcohol testing regulations in 46 CFR Part 4. The modified regulations were published
in December of 2005 with an implementation date of June 20", 2006.

In the Coast Guard Authorization Act of 1998, Congress required the Coast Guard to establish
procedures to ensure that alcohol testing was conducted within 2 hours following a Serious
Marine Incident (definition on reverse). At the time, inexpensive testing devices suitable for the
marine environment were not available and implementation of the rule was delayed. New
technology has made inexpensive saliva alcohol testing devices available as an alternative to
more expensive breath alcohol sensors. The modified regulations announce the acceptance of
saliva testing and require that alcohol testing be performed within 2 hours following a SMI.
Drug testing must be conducted within 32 hours following a SMI.

I anticipate that most vessels can reach port within 32 hours where drug specimen collection is
available therefore drug testing collection kits will not be needed. Conversely, most vessels do
not normally operate within 2 hours of an alcohol testing facility and need to carry alcohol testing
devices. The law provides for a $5,500 civil penalty for a marine employer who failures to
conduct drug and alcohol testing following a SMI. I have delayed implementation of the penalty
action for small commercial operations until September 20, 2006 to give everyone ample time to
comply.

Chemical Testing Requirements Following a Serious Marine Incident
Definition of terms:
Serious Marine Incident (SMI): a marine casualty or accident resulting in:

e One or more deaths
An injury rendering a crewmember unable to perform routine vessel duties
Discharge of 10,000 gallons or more of oil into the navigable waters of the U.S.
The loss of any inspected commercial vessel
The loss of any uninspected commercial vessel greater then 100 Gross Tons
Discharge of a reportable quantity of any hazardous material into the navigable waters or
the environment of the U.S. whether or not it results from a marine casualty.
e Damage to property exceeding $100,000

Marine Employer: the owner, managing operator, charterer, agent, master, or person in charge
of a vessel other than a recreational vessel.

1. Who is required to comply with the chemical testing requirements? All vessels in
commercial service, regardless of tonnage or length must comply.

2. What is required? Following a SMI, alcohol testing must be conducted within 2 hours
following the incident. Drug testing must be conducted within 32 hours following the incident.
The marine employer is responsible for conducting the testing within these time frames. A
vessel that operates more than two hours away from an alcohol testing facility must carry alcohol
testing devices and conduct testing on board. Similarly, a vessel operating more than 32 hours
away from a DOT drug specimen collecting facility must carry drug test collection kits.

3. What alcohol and drug testing kits are acceptable? Alcohol testing kits are becoming
available in Alaska at hardware stores, marine supply stores & medical supply companies. They
also are widely available on the internet. The kits range from expensive breath alcohol testing
machines to inexpensive saliva test strips that are very easy to use. The Coast Guard will accept
kits that are approved by the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (DOT). See list
below.

4. How many kits are needed? The marine employer must be able to test each crewmember
involved in the SMI. The Coast Guard may direct that the entire crew be tested. Therefore you
should have one kit for each crew member on board.

5. What training is required? The person conducting testing onboard a vessel must understand
the procedure for conducting a test using the equipment they have selected from the D.O.T.
approved list. There is no requirement to purchase videos to meet a training requirement.
Ensure that crewmembers understand the instructions on the alcohol testing devices.
